The Parents and Friends Association is made up of parents and friends, like yourself and us, 
of the School for the German Language. We organise all of the German cultural festivals as 
well as the end-of-year break-up function in conjunction with the school.

Financially, we are independent of the school, but support the school through fundraising 
events. Teachers and the school can apply for additional funds, for example funding class 
excursions or special textbooks that are not included in the study materials already supplied 
to students by the school. This year we have financially supported the 60th anniversary 
celebration of the school.
